SAGE World Cup Details and Rules
- Our Hotel: Hotel Nacional (www.hotelnacional.com.br) 
- 2 people per room (limited rooms available with bed space for 3 people)

- If you have odd numbers of individuals for rooms, for example, 3 boys, 1 girl, we can help pair up odd matches if participants do not mind rooming with other state or country team members.  Upon availability we can also look at assigning your team one of the limited rooms that do accomodate 3 individuals for teams that have 3 ladies, or 3 gentlemen, for example.  Please contact Tania Lewandowski and Magdiel Unglaub to make these arrangements. 

- Up to 8 people per country delegation, First Place Teams (meals and rooms paid in full August 9-12)

- Up to 4 people per country delegation Second Place Teams (meals and rooms paid in full August 9-12)
Extra costs:
- Hotel rooms will run approximately $85-100 for a Double-room in Brasil.  

- Meals will range from $6 (McDonalds sandwich, drink and french fries).  Restaurants will range from $7-15 (complete meal –Brazilian style).  

General Information about hotel needs:
- Early arrivals before August 9 require coordination with Tania Lewandowski and Magdiel Unglaub to ensure appropriate arrangements are made for your stay, payment for extra days are at your expense.  

- Check out from the hotel is 12:00 PM NOON on August 12th.  If you plan to stay longer this  must be take place in advance with Tania Lewandowski and Magdiel Unglaub to ensure appropriate arrangements are made for your stay.  You are responsible for paying for additional days.  

- Check-in time at the hotel cannot take place before 12:00 noon.  If you arrive at the hotel earlier, you will not be granted access to your room until that time.  The hotel may offer to hold your luggage, and you will have the ability to go shopping or to eat at a restaurant, if you choose to arrive early.    

- If you have a First Place team that is compensated of up to 8 people, by SAGE Brasil, and you bring more than the compensated 8 people, you must coordinate with Magdiel Unglaub and Tania Lewandowski to ensure your rooms (at your cost) will be available at the hotel.  For example, if you are from Barcelona, Spain, and you won first place in your national competition, you can come to Brazil and up to 8 people will be compensated by SAGE Brasil.  However, if your team hás 14 people , you are responsible for fundraising the cost for the additional 6 people for the entire length of stay.  
- If you have a Second Place team that is compensated of up to 4 people (2 room maximum), by SAGE Brasil, and you bring more than the compensated 4 people, you must coordinate with Magdiel Unglaub and Tania Lewandowski to ensure your rooms (at your cost) will be available at the hotel.  (Same example above applies) 

Observing Countries:
- If you are non-competing team SAGE Brasil will provide 1 room up to 2 people from August 9-12th.  Meals and rooms will be included for these dates of the event.  Early arrivals and any additional length of stay is at your expense, and must be coordinated with Tania Lewandowski and Magdiel Unglaub before arrival.  

Visa Needs:
-Countries that require personal invitation letters must request them as soon as possible in order to prepare them and send electroncially.  No paper copies will be sent by mail.   
Security:
Brasilia is the capital city of the country.  The hotel is a very secure building.  The daughter of the President of Brasil will serve as a Judge at the competition.  Keep in mind, this will mean that Federal Police are required to secure the building for all taking part in this event from August 9-12th.  

Rio de Janeiro and São Paulo are big cities where you may have concerns, however, Brasilia hás no real threats to your safety at the location we will be at.   

Shuttle:
-Shuttles will be provided from 6 AM- 6 PM on Sunday, August 9th, from 6 AM- 6 PM on August 12th.  Any remaining travel will be at your own expense for additional days.  The cost of a Taxi in Brasilia for up to 4 people is approximately $20 usd from the airport to the hotel (one way).  It is very safe to use an official Taxi at the airport.  

Weather:
- Brasil is a tropical country, the weather varies, much like in your country.  Know that humidity levels will be higher, the daylight hours will be warmer, but once the Sun goes down, night time hours are expected to be cool.  You may wish to bring a light jacket or some covering to stay warm.

Rooms for judges in exchange for rooms that would have gone to SAGE students is not acceptable and funding from SAGE will be reserved to support the SAGE students attending to compete.
